Course Description and Objectives

In this course, we will explore American literature as it relates to our cultural identity. We will be reading novels, plays, short stories, poetry and short nonfiction. You will also have the opportunity to write about this literature through different critical lenses. The course will be fast paced and will therefore require a significant personal investment. I expect you to maintain a high level of personal investment in your learning. I believe that you have as much to teach me and each other as I have to teach you. Because of this, you should come to class prepared to actively participate in your own learning and that of your peers.

Texts and Assignments

Throughout the course of this semester, we will be reading many challenging and (I think) engaging texts. These include a selection of important American short stories and poetry, the play The Night Thoreau Spent in Jail, and selections from the literary movements of the 17th, 18th, and 19th centuries, including Rationalism, Romanticism, Gothicism, and Transcendentalism. You will also have the opportunity to choose one American novel or play to read on your own. You will also have the opportunity to write several short literary analysis essays, blog posts and responses, an essay on a topic of your choosing, and some poetry.

Classroom Policies

· Make-up work for absences: If you know that you will be gone in advance, it is in your self interest to get work before you leave.  You are responsible to obtain all of the work, handouts, and class notes that you missed on the day that you return.  An even better option is to obtain the work for the day from the class website. You will then have the number of days that you missed to turn in any missed work for full credit (unless the due date falls after that period, of course(). Work that falls due while you are absent is due at the beginning of the class on the day you return. 

· Late work: Being part of a college preparation class requires a higher degree of commitment and responsibility. You need to be consistent with turning in your work on time. For assignments graded in the “Academic Responsibility” category, no late work will be accepted. For other assignments, I will give a responsibility grade and a grade that assesses the work completed. Late work will be accepted only if I deem that the learning objective is still achieved by the work. In those cases, it will receive a 0 for responsibility, but will be graded for content.
· Absences and tardies: Please do not miss class. We will be moving at a very demanding pace and missing any class time will put you significantly behind. As such, American Literature is not a good class to miss for a doctor’s appointment. Additionally—

· After two tardies, there will be a 5 points deduction per tardy from your participation grade.

· There will be a 10 points deduction from your participation grade for any unexcused absence.

· No late work will be accepted that are handed in or given for days of unexcused absences.

· If an absence is unexcused, homework assigned on that day is due as if you had been in class.
