Book Fair Book Presentation
After the completion of your outside reading book, you are to complete the following steps:

1. Type a synopsis of the book.  Make sure to include a strong topic sentence to begin your paragraph.  This would include the title, author, and main idea of the book.  Explain what the book is about but do so in your own words.  End with a strong concluding statement that leaves your audience with a final impression but be careful not to give away the ending. (25 points)
2. Research why your particular book is/was challenged or banned and where this challenge or ban occurred.  Write a synopsis of your research including proper documentation of your sources both in text and a works cited.   (30 points- 20 paragraph, 10 works cited)

3. Take a stance on either side of the challenging or banned issue regarding your book.  Answer in a paragraph format with a strong topic sentence, do you agree or disagree that the book should be challenged or banned?  If so, why?  If not, why not?  (25 points)
4. Creativity: there are many options here.  Your desk space will be yours to decorate and enhance your presentation of your outside reading book.  Make sure it augments the presentation and adds to the ambience of the fair.  Think about what additional resources you could provide to take your presentation to the next level.  Dazzle your audience!  (20 points)
