I am not the only faculty member who admires these teenagers as they arrive every day intending to do their best, be suc-
cessful and accepted. At times we have difficulties with individual students, but it presents us with opportunities to educate
in a different way.

ALSO....As you know, Arapahoe provides the unique choice for students to enroll in a “SINGLE GENDER? class. This is
our sixth year of offering this option, and it certainly is beneficial and popular. We have discovered many outcomes, which
enhance student learning for boys and girls. Recently, during our 6:30 a.m. “Single Gender” class/teacher meeting interest-
ing and important comments were shared.

e We only offer Single Gender classes if we have co-ed classes in the same subject.

e Most teachers of Single Gender classes see it as their favorite assignment.

e Students and teacher closely bond in Single Gender classes.

e Teachers learn instructional techniques from their single gender teaching experience, which can be applied in their
co-ed classes.

e Parents consistently praise and support the single gender course experience for their son/daughter.

e Students most often display a sense of belonging and acceptance within the special group in Single Gender classes.

¢ Boys often benefit from additional time to “process” information.

e Students in Single Gender classes are less hesitant to admit “not knowing” by revealing a more transparent need for
clarity of instruction.

e Single Gender classes are sought out by students.

e Nearly a third of our graduates will have experienced a Single Gender class sometime at Arapahoe.

e Modesty remains a value as our all female swim classes fill to capacity each semester.

e There is no doubt that teachers believe student focus and more immediate time on task exists when the co-ed atmos-
phere is eliminated. Academic rigor is in no way reduced.

¢ In math “single gender classes” the teachers believe the student confidence in mathematics is improved. Students are
more open about what they don’t understand.

e Students have stated that in Single Gender classes; “You don’t feel stupid asking dumb questions”.



e In Single Gender classes students are less hesitant to reveal a lack of understanding and take more risks in the
learning process.

o Different student leaders surface in Single Gender classes than what teachers would expect in co-ed classes.

e In Single Gender classes students tend to accept everyone in a “team or special group” sense of belonging.

e The boys are competitive while girls tend to favor working in groups often making sure everyone has learned the
topic before proceeding.

e Several teachers of Single Gender classes stated that the depth of understanding of the subject matter surfaces
when specific time is given for verbal sharing/contributions.

It is the choice of the student to remain in a Single Gender course, but they tend to view the experience positively often
seeking other Single Gender courses.

This fantastic study session is for every Freshman student and all junior/senior LINK LEADERS. The upper-class LINK

tively will take a long step toward a better understanding of how they each, as individuals, participate as scholars in their

PROFESSIONAL LEARNING COMMUNITIES (PLC) UPDATE

It is hard to believe that we have already had 4 of our 10 PLC days this year! Our faculty believes the PLC work thus far
has been valuable in working toward the goal of improving student learning. To be done well, it must be done methodi-
cally and with targeted purpose. In order to be prepared for each PLC day, the facilitators of each PLC team attend
monthly training classes, which are taught by the Instructional Coaches. Though we are known for our collaborative
culture at AHS, due to our variable schedule, this type of pointed collaboration regarding student data reveals a new op-
portunity for our teachers. As we continue to learn more about PLC’s and incorporate discussions that are data-
enhanced, our students will continue to be impacted more consistently across the curriculum.

One of the focuses of our PLC’s this year is looking at essential learnings and improving common formative assess-
ments, which will help teachers target specific concerns that impede students’ learning. Each team is working hard to
refine and focus their essential learnings, as well as develop and administer 3 common formative assessments each se-
mester that target each specific essential learning. After giving these assessments, each team conducts discussions
around the specific data gathered through item analysis. Teachers will then consider instructional strategies and share
best practices to ensure that students understand and learn what is essential. This may include re-teaching the material,
revisiting and refining the assessment, providing interventions for the individual student, etc. As each team works on
these fundamentals, they are always focusing on, and having meaningful conversations around, the 4 questions below:

1. What do we expect all students to know (essential learnings)?

2. How will we know if they don’t learn it (common formative assessments)?

3. What will we do if they don’t learn it (looking at the data and providing interventions)?

4. What will we do if they already know it?

The first
step in completing and submitting the FAFSA online is to
request a PIN number to sign the application electronically.
To request your FAFSA PIN go to www.pin.ed.gov. Your
student needs his/her own PIN, as well. All students applying
for financial aid must complete a FAFSA, which must be filed
as soon as possible after January 1. By filing the FAFSA, stu-
dents will be considered for all types of federal financial aid,
including grants, subsidized and unsubsidized loans and work
study programs. Financial aid is awarded on a first-come,
first- served basis, so APPLY EARLY.

Some colleges may also require the CSS Profile. Check with
the individual college’s financial aid office to ask if the CSS
Profile is required. Questions about financial aid may be di-
rected to the Post Grad Center at 303-347-6089.

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| DENTI TY THEFT/ FRAUD: Don’t Become A Vi

Young people, 18-29 years of age, are the number one target for identity thieves. With over 8.3 million reported Identity
Theft victims throughout the U.S. in 2005 (and rising every year). Remember, the saying: An ounce of prevention is
worth a pound of cure...

You also need to know that Identity Theft/Fraud continues to be one of the most destructive crimes in the U.S. in terms
of dollars and cents. The average cost for the business community ranges between $40,000-$90,000 per fraudulent act
while the individual cost is approximately $1,200 in out-of-pocket expense. Victims also spend an average of 600 hours
(per the PBS link below) recovering from this crime, often over a period of years even after the thief has stopped using
your information. Examples of the effects it can have on the victim are: inability to get student loans, inability to get a
driver's license (because one is already issued to your social security numbers), increased insurance and credit card fees,
higher interest rates, battling with collection agencies, and issuers who refuse to clear records despite substantiating evi-
dence of the crime. Although procedures for combating this crime have become more effective and response time has
quickened, it is taking far longer than ever before to clear one's records and recover from the victimization.

Here are a few preventative actions that you can do every day to minimize your risk:

e Do not leave personal items in your vehicle in plain view. Breaking into a vehicle to retrieve a wallet, checkbook,
day planner or PDA, cell phone, receipts and bills, or other items with your personal information only takes a few
seconds.

e When shopping don’t take all your credit cards with you. Only take the card that you will use.

Mail your bills at the Post Office and retrieve your mail from the mailbox as soon as possible.

Don't keep your social security card and birth certificate with you.

Shred all documents listing your personal information, including, credit card applications.

When using a debit card for purchases, be aware of individuals watching you enter your PIN.

Use only credible Web sites when purchasing items and make sure the “padlock” is visible indicating your informa-

tion is secure.

e Do Not give out your personal information unless absolutely necessary, i.e. medical emergencies, to trusted
sources. Do not give personal information to anyone over the phone unless you have initiated the call and are con-
fident of whom you are talking to.
