Dear Parents, 

 

Don‘t forget our Parent/Teacher Conferences are scheduled for Thursday, March 4, from 4:00-8:00 p.m.  

 

Recently Arapahoe was listed is The Denver Post  as one of the most effective Colorado high schools with low remediation 

required for college freshmen. 

 

As you know, the LPS Board of Education approved the school years 2009-10/2010-11 Calendar so our faculty may con-

tinue to work collaboratively on our Professional Learning Communities (PLC) and do even more for our students. Ten 

Wednesdays, five each semester, spread throughout the school year have allowed teachers to conduct course level meet-

ings two hours for collaboration and sharing best practices. These additional times are very important for our teachers to 

identify course essential learning targets and common course assessments. Our remaining PLC Wednesdays for this 

year will be April 7 and May 5. 

 

Teachers work collaboratively during these times focusing on essential learnings, common assessments and interventions 

for more academic help. Our school day remains - 7:21 a.m.-2:16 p.m. On the ten PLC Wednesdays school starts two 

hours later at 9:21 a.m. The Wednesdays for next year will be listed in our August newsletter. 

 

At Arapahoe our faculty is convinced that offering our students a rigorous, challenging curriculum is the best preparation 

for each student to be college ready. Don‘t be misled by our ―graduation requirements‖ because meeting these MINIMUM 

REQUIREMENTS may not be enough. The CCHE (Colorado Commission on Higher Education) demands our students to 

complete 3 years of science in addition to our 4 years of math, language arts and social studies. Taking at least one year of 

a world language is strongly advised, but many universities require more. 

 

Along with rigorous standards expected of each Arapahoe student we will continue to offer extra time and support for stu-

dents needing additional help academically. Our Variable Schedule is conducive for our teachers to offer ―one on one‖ at-

tention. Our STUDY CENTER is staffed with upperclassmen National Honor Society students to tutor students individu-

ally. Our STUDY CENTER has attracted many students seeking additional assistance. This ―Double Dosing‖ has become 

common as many students receive some subjects twice a day to reinforce learning. 
 
 
Our students ALL CAN LEARN AT A HIGH RATE, some just require more ―time‖. The AHS Faculty is committed to 

ensuring that each student is ―College Ready‖ by graduation. Academically struggling seniors need to take advantage of 

this assistance now if they plan to graduate in May. 
 
 

 

 



 
The following  information is important for every parent to understand. . . .Annual State Required Testing. 
 

CSAP (Colorado Student Assessment Program)  
March 8, 9, 10, and 11 (Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday) - Late Start for Juniors and Seniors 
Every year since the high school CSAP tests have been given, Arapahoe has received an ―EXCELLENT RATING‖ on our 

State School Report Card–School Accountability Report.  

 

We look forward to the CSAP challenge once again as we prepare our freshmen and sophomores to take the various state 

tests in writing, math and reading. There is more information within this Drumbeat which can provide specific information 

regarding CSAP. We have worked with students and Student Council to ensure that our freshmen and sophomores will 

continue to take this state assessment seriously and ―do their best‖. We receive a ―negative‖ score for each student who 

decides not to take CSAP testing. We have found that a major contributing factor to positive CSAP scores are the students‘ 

attitude toward the test and each giving his or her very best. It is also important that PARENTS take time to encourage 

their teenager to do his or her best on this assessment. It is a reflection of our high school, community and student perform-

ance. 

 

ACT (American College Test) April 28 (Wednesday) - Late Start Day for Freshmen, Sophomores and Seniors 

Every public high school 11th grader in the State of Colorado will be taking the ACT examination on Wednesday,  

April 28. You may recall that the Colorado Legislature passed Senate Bill 186 in June 2000. There were many mandates 

that came from this bill, one of which is the testing of every Junior student attending public schools in the State of Colo-

rado. The test required for juniors is the ACT, a college entrance exam. Originally, SB 186 required that the results of a 

school‘s ACT exams be included in the rating earned on the School Accountability Report (School Report Card). The ACT 

results will appear in the School Report Card. 

 
 
So why is it important for juniors to take the ACT? 
The ACT college entrance exam is required by state law. The aggregate score for all of our juniors, whether they take the 

exam or not, will be reported in the School Report Card. Students who fail to take the ACT count against our school aver-

age. This is why it is important for all juniors to take the exam. Although a legal requirement may not be sufficient motiva-

tion for an 11th grade student to take the ACT, there are numerous advantages to participation in this test. Our students 

should ACT on this opportunity! 

  
What are the benefits to taking the ACT? 
The fact that the ACT is paid for by the State of Colorado, makes this a great opportunity for our juniors. Students may use 

the results of the Colorado ACT exam in order to gain entrance into colleges and universities. The real benefit of this op-

portunity, however, is in the fact that juniors may use the Colorado ACT exam as a practice test. After receiving the results 

of their ACT, students can make determinations about their strengths and weaknesses, and plan attempts to improve in ar-

eas of this test by taking additional coursework or better preparation for the test. Remember, students may take the ACT 

exam again as seniors and utilize their best score as they apply for colleges. This is a great deal! 

 

Taking the ACT exam is required and beneficial for our juniors. We take pride in the academic achievement of our stu-

dents and believe that our juniors will perform well on the ACT examination. We welcome the comparisons with other 

high schools. 

 

 

On behalf of our staff, I appreciate the commitment our students will make in doing their best on these important tests.  

PARENTS can help by ensuring that their teenager attends school on the day of the CSAP and/or ACT tests. It will also be 

helpful for the students to get a good night‘s rest the night before and eat a good breakfast on the morning of the test. 

Again, thank you for your assistance with this important matter as our Warriors match up with other Colorado students.

Colorado  Student Assessment  Program  

 

 

CSAP tests will be administered March 8-11 at Arapahoe. 

CSAP is required of all 9th and 10th grade students by the State of Colorado. 

Your student is expected to be in attendance. Please avoid scheduling appointments dur-

ing these testing days. 

Each student must bring a book to read each day after testing and a calculator on Thurs-

day. 

Our students‘ performance on this assessment, determines the rating Arapahoe receives 

from the state. This rating is reflected in the state School Accountability Report and in 

our school profile provided for entrance into colleges and universities. 

9th and 10th graders will have a regularly scheduled day on Monday, March 8 beginning at 

7:21 a.m. Buses will run a normal schedule. Since 9th graders will not begin their testing 

on March 9, 10, 11 until 8:36 a.m., they may ride the normal morning bus or provide their 

own transportation and arrive by 8:20 a.m. on these days. 

11th and 12th graders will have a late start on CSAP days – March 8-11.  They should  

     arrive at school no earlier than 11:15 a.m. and should eat lunch prior to arriving.   

 Buses will run a late pick up schedule for these students, four hours later.

GUIDANCE CENTER GUIDELINES 

SCHOLARSHIP INFORMATION 
Numerous Scholarships applications are received at Arapahoe 

every week. Scholarships are logged in to the Scholarship List 

on Naviance and can be accessed via your Naviance Family 

Connection account at home as well as at school. Seniors who 

are seeking scholarships or financial aid should contact Mrs. 

Lewallen in the Post Graduate Center. Mrs. Lewallen will at-

tempt to assist students who are seeking financial aid of any 

kind; however, financial aid, which includes scholarships, is 

granted by colleges or scholarship agencies, not the Post 

Graduate Center. An excellent source of scholarship informa-

tion for Colorado schools is the Handbook on Colorado Colle-

giate Institutions, available in the Guidance Center for $5.00. 

 

COLLEGE OPPORTUNITY FUND 
The College Opportunity Trust Fund (COF), created by the 

Colorado Legislature, provides a stipend to eligible under-

graduate students.  The stipend pays a portion of your total in-

state tuition when you attend a Colorado public institution or a 

participating private institution.   

 

Eligible undergraduate students must apply, be admitted and 

enroll at a participating institution. Both new and continuing 

students are eligible for the stipend. Qualifying students may 

use the stipend for eligible undergraduate classes. The stipend 

is paid on a per credit hour basis to the institution at which the 

student is enrolled. The credit-hour amount will be set annually 

by the General Assembly. 
 

IMPORTANT SENIOR INFORMATION 
College Acceptances are contingent upon ―successful comple-

tion‖ of  both semesters of the senior year. If grades decline, or 

if coursework is not at the level it has been in the past, it is pos-

sible that an acceptance will be rescinded when the final tran-

script is reviewed by the admission personnel  at their college 

after graduation. Please encourage your students to keep their 

grades up and not miss any classes. 
 

AWARDS CONVOCATION! 
Parents ï please help us honor your student at the Awards 

Convocation on Monday evening, May 17th, at 7:00 p.m. in the 

AHS Theater. Typically, the Guidance Center is not officially 

notified of any scholarships or awards your student may re-

ceive from organizations or post high school institutions. 

PLEASE notify the Guidance Center of important news 

regarding your son or daughter with a copy of the award 

correspondence. 

FINANCIAL AID 
Financial aid information is available in the Post Grad Center. 

Two specific sources are the Free Application for Federal Stu-

dent Aid (FAFSA) and the CSS/Financial Aid Profile. All stu-

dents applying for financial aid MUST complete the FAFSA. 

The FAFSA forms are only online, complete on-line at 

www.fafsa.ed.gov.  In addition, some colleges may also require 

the Profile, which is completed on line.  A brochure explaining 

the Profile can be obtained by request in the Guidance Center. 

Check with individual college financial aid offices to find out if 

the Profile is required. Questions regarding FAFSA may be 

directed to their website or, at 

1-800-4FED AID (1-800-433-3243) or to individual colleges. 

JUNIOR INFORMATION 
Counselors will go to Western Civ. classes on April 12th to 

register the students for the State ACT which will be given at 

Arapahoe on April 28th. Juniors are also encouraged to sched-

ule an appointment with their counselor during second semes-

ter.  Also, refer to the AHS Guidance website for college infor-

mation.  Go to ―Guidance Center‖ and ―Post Grad‖, please re-

fer to the Warrior Guide to College. 

JUNIOR TESTING - We strongly encourage taking the ACT 

and/or SAT in the Spring of the Junior year. Often students 

find it difficult to schedule those college entrance tests during 

the Fall Semester. Remember, the state mandated ACT will be 

administered here on Wednesday, April 28th. More details 

will be in the April newsletter. Call your studentôs counselor if 

you have any questions. 

A C T S (Arapahoe/Douglas Career & Technical School) 

Sophomores and Juniors who are interested in attending the 

Arapahoe/Douglas Career and Technical School for next 

school year may pick up an application in the Guidance Center. 

Students may choose from many career fields and some pro-

grams earn college credits at ACC. Deadline for returning the 

application is March 1st. Students should see their counselor 

if they have questions.  More information regarding ACTS 

classes can also be found at AHS Homepage, select Guidance, 

select Career. 
 

COLLEGE CLASSES 
Students enrolled at Arapahoe High School may wish to con-

sider taking college courses sometime during their Junior and 

Senior year. Through the PSEO program, tuition for these 

classes may be reimbursable through the school district. Inter-

ested students attended a lunch meeting on February 9th. Ap-

plications for PSEO are due in Guidance by March 12th.

ADVANCED PLACMENT INFORMATION 
During the month of February all Advanced Placement stu-

dents received information in their AP classes about Advanced 

Placement Examinations, which will be given May 3-7 and 

May 10-14.  Please refer to the Bulletin for AP Students and 

Parents. Students who are taking the AP exams should have 

ordered their exams by February 24. The cost of one exam is 

$86. An AHS Billing Statement from the Bookkeeping Office 

reflecting the cost of the ordered exam(s) will be mailed shortly 

before Spring Break. Exam takers are required to attend one 

mandatory pre-registration session either Tuesday, April 13 or 

Thursday, April 22.

Centennial Ordinance No. 2006-O-18 / Arapahoe County Ordinance 2008-1 

PROHIBITING THE POSSESSION OF TOBACCO PRODUCTS BY MINORS 

 

Minor:  A person under 18 years of age. 

Possess:  Has or holds any amount of a tobacco product anywhere on his/her person, has tobacco products 

within his/her immediate presence and control, including within a motor vehicle.  Also includes the  

consumption, smoking, ingesting, absorbing, inhaling, or chewing of any tobacco product. 

 

 

VIOLATIONS: 

Upon conviction shall be fined $75.00 for first offense.  For the second and subsequent offenses, the court 

shall impose a fine between $100.00 and $300.00.  A mandatory court appearance is required with each viola-

tion.

The City of Centennial ordinance went into effect in October 2006 and for schools in Unincorporated Arapa-

hoe County tobacco became illegal for minors in early 2008.  

 

I feel like I talk about this subject all the time.  I don‘t know what to do to keep students from smoking.  I try 

to explain the dangers.  I give warnings to students and the very next day I find the same students smoking in 

the same spot. The only solution I can think of is write tickets on and off school grounds.   

 

A FEW FACTS: 

3 million kids under 18 are current smokers. 

More than 6.3 million kids under 18 alive today will eventually die from smoking-related disease. 

Almost 90% of adult smokers began at or before age 19. 

More than a third of all kids who try smoking become regular, daily smokers before leaving high 

school. 

Cigarettes and chewing tobacco are associated with numerous health problems.
